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WATER SENSITIVE FARMING UPDATE
Water Sensitive Farming
aims to reduce diffuse
pollution and maintain
farm profitability. It is

funded by the private sector and European Union.

Alison Smyth is a farm adviser with Norfolk Rivers Trust

and funded by Coca-Cola, WWF and WaterLIFE.

Alison continues to promote practical measures to
improve the environment including traditional
techniques for soil improvement. Alison has supported
several farms adopting cover crops. Designs are also in
place for several new silt traps to stop soil entering
watercourses across the catchment.

Tesco have funded a one year pilot project to encourage
the adoption of new technology to reduce run-off from
arable fields and increase awareness about the
protection of waterbodies. The project will include the
purchase of at least one Wonder Wheel for vegetable
growers to trial this spring.
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Wder Wheel in use in a potato field.

Wonder Wheel

The Wonder Wheel developed by Bye Engineering
intercepts rain and irrigation water; greatly reduces
water run-off and soil erosion; reduces losses of soil,
nutrients and agrochemicals; conserves water and
alleviates bed compaction.

Leading tines generate a suitable route for wheeling

water, as well as heaving the edge of the bed to increase

water infiltration. Secondary tines generate free soil
ready for moulding and the moulding wheels shape and
consolidate the soil in the wheeling. The profiles
generated are “heaps and hollows” which continuously
catch and dam running water in small quantities.
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The profile also directs the water from the centre of the
wheeling's to the edges where it then infiltrates into the
crop rooting zone. The Wonder Wheel is rear-linkage
mounted and the wheel-mounting arms are set to the
appropriate row or bed width.

AHDB trials on SPot Farms over the past couple of years
have produced promising results and data will be
collected and costed this year at Elveden Farms in the
neighbouring Cam & Ely Ouse catchment.

Earthwake

The Earthwake developed by Lland Ho for reducing run-
off from tramlines in cereals is also available for trial this
spring. As well as reducing losses of fine soil particles,
nutrients and pesticides it can help prevent wet patches
in low spots in fields.

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EVENT UPDATES

Innovative ways to improve soil, water and profits
There was excellent attendance at a joint Water and
Catchment Sensitive Farming workshop for farmers and
agronomists on the Salle Estate in November 2016.

Attendees visited the Salle Estate’s newly installed silt
traps for intercepting run-off from roads and a sugar
beet pad. Some farmers stated they would change
tramline layout, use or further investigate cover crops,
cultivate shallower and install a silt trap.

Several farmers volunteered for free trials of the
Earthwake in cereals and the Wonder Wheel in potatoes
to disrupt tramlines and wheelings to prevent water, soil
and nutrients moving or leaving the field.

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Land Drainage and Practical Ditch Maintenance
A free workshop at Blickling in December 2016 was
organised by the Environment Agency and Natural
England for farmers and operators on maintaining
effective land drainage. Expert speakers covered the
following:

e Ditch and drainage management: the benefits of
getting land drainage right and minimising nutrient
and sediment losses through land drains — Rob
Burtonshaw (AHDB Field Drainage Guide)

e Ditch habitats for wildlife benefit — Jamie Robins,
Buglife

e Managing watercourses on your farm: what you
need to know — Jo Hayward, Natural England

The field session covered healthy ditch systems, tips on

best practice techniques and things to avoid.

Morley Farm Walk - Soils and Cultivations

NIAB TAG and TMAF held a farm walk and discussion at
Morley Farms in November 2016 as part of work for the
Sustainable Intensification Research Platform (SIP).

It featured field stops around:

e Soil structure: what is the ‘hole’ story?
Demonstration of simple and practical soil structure
and drainage assessments to be used on your farm.

e Soil biology: do you know your worms? A look at the
number and species diversity we can find on farm
and assessment and identification demonstrations.

e New Farming systems research: a field tour and
update on the research being undertaken at Morley
(supported by TMAF and The JC Mann Trust).

The event concluded with a short workshop session to
discuss practicality and value of the soil assessments,
and how best to measure changes in soil quality and
health on your farm.

Water on your Farm

Norfolk FWAG ran an event at Manor Farm in Shropham
in November 2016 that covered protection of
watercourses, managing soil, the importance of
earthworms and chemicals in water.

Attendees saw best practice water management
strategies working on farm and discussed water
management challenges with the expert speakers.

This was a joint event from the Campaign for the
Farmed Environment, Catchment Sensitive Farming and
Farming Advice Service.
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PROJECTS, INITIATIVES AND PUBLICATIONS

Your Fisheries Initiative
The ‘Your Fisheries’ initiative
developed by The Rivers Trust
in conjunction with the
Environment Agency and
Angling Trust has now
entered a phased roll out
across a number of
catchments in England.
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It will be trialled in the
Broadland Rivers Catchment.

'Your Fisheries' will provide a
common web-based planning
system (and information
repository) that brings
together evidence and
knowledge from a range of
different sources to enable
the production of catchment
specific fisheries reports.

These reports are intended to
represent a multi-partner
perspective on the current
status of fish populations and
fishing opportunity, the key
factors regulating status, and
the actions required to deliver
improvements.

The Rivers Trust have appointed Tom Sherwood as a
Fisheries Technical Specialist to help with the
development of the system and also help oversee the
delivery of the project. The post is being funded by Rod
licence income from the Environment Agency.

There is a real appetite amongst local Rivers Trusts for
‘Your Fisheries’ in aiding and developing fisheries
management actions on the ground. Part of the process
will be working with partner organisations and wider
fisheries stakeholders to obtain catchment specific data
and information, and investigate mechanisms for
delivering the priority actions identified within the
report.

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Waveney TraC Project
Pressures in estuarine and coastal
water bodies are not well understood.

The River Waveney Trust has been
awarded £12K from the estuaries and
coasts investigations WFD fund for the Waveney
Transitional and Coastal Water (TraC) project 2016/17. A
further £8K has been raised from partners in kind
contributions.

TRUST

The project aims to link the strategies of the River
Waveney Trust, the Broads Authority, the EA and CEFAS
- currently there is no single programme to cover eel
migration, sea trout and smelt issues in the Broadland
Rivers Catchment.

The objectives of the project are to:

e collate all available data relevant to eel, smelt, sea
trout and lamprey densities in the Broadland TRaC.

e detail the key actions required to enable a two year
field monitoring programme of eels in the Waveney,
from which key improvement actions will be
planned.

Findings will be disseminated via a one day workshop of
key partners in March 2017. For further information

This report describes the state of the waterways and
compares them to where we need to be for ecological
health. As well as providing fascinating insights into
water quality, the report lists the actions that we need
to put in place to make the ecology of our waterways
better. Interesting and new information on underwater
life including fish and water plants is included.

The River Thurne report was produced by the
Environment Agency, working with the Broads Authority
and members of the Upper Thurne Working Group.
Further reports on the other rivers in the Broads, such as
the Bure, Ant and Yare, will be completed early next
year.
