Mr Broom, Chairman of the Navigation Committee and former Vice-Chairman, gave thanks to Professor Turner for his services to the Authority since becoming a member in June 1996 and particularly for his five years as Chairman from July 2003. The Director of Conservation and Countryside Management introduced Mr Tony Sharley, the Environmental Manager at Banrock Station, who gave a presentation about the company, its background and some of the conservation projects it had carried out throughout the world and sponsored. Members noted the criteria and objectives that the company wished to share with their partners in future projects.
Members noted the framework of ideas that had been used for discussion as a basis for a partnership and some of the projects in the Ant Valley that had been proposed for support in the first 12 months. 

RESOLVED

that the instigation of further discussion with Banrock Station be approved with the hope of establishing a partnership for funding and support for wetland conservation for an initial three year period;

13
Response to the Proposals of the Boundary Committee on the Pattern of Local Government in Norfolk and Suffolk
The Authority received a report setting out the recommendations of the Boundary Committee on the future structure of local government and its implications for the Broads Authority.

A variety of views were expressed.  Some members did not consider it appropriate to express a view on the general principles behind the deliberations of the Boundary Committee, which should be viewed as proposals for local government and not for the Authority, particularly concerning unitary authorities or the provision of services which were not directly the responsibility of the Authority.  However, others considered that where these impacted on the delivery of its statutory duties, the Authority should have some input, particularly relating to education and tourism.  Some members considered that there could be benefits to the Authority of having fewer local authorities with which to deal. It was noted that the Authority had very positive relationships with its constituent local authorities and it was hoped that this would continue into the future under whatever scenario.

Members did express concern about the Boundary Committee’s proposal that a boundary of a future unitary council could bisect the vulnerable north-east Norfolk coast and considered that one local authority should cover this area.  They were therefore supportive of the recommendation to object to the proposal.

RESOLVED

(i) that the Authority delegate to the Chief Executive the formation of a further response which reflects the balance of views expressed by members;
(ii) that the Authority draws to the attention of the Boundary Committee its general functions and statutory duties and the potential impact on these and the Authority’s membership; and
(iii)
that the Authority highlights to the Boundary Committee the Authority’s view that a single authority should have responsibility for the vulnerable north-east Norfolk coast.

Defra Consultation on Direct Elections and Parish members

The Authority received a report on the background to the consultation published by Defra together with a timetable and a process for the Authority to develop its response.  
Members considered it appropriate to consult as widely as possible and agreed that this should include all the parish councils within the Authority’s area. It was also suggested that the Authority should not restrict its consultation to the questions posed by Defra.  Views should also be invited on increasing the membership of the Authority by the inclusion of parish council representation, and the effect that a change in the size or composition of the Authority linked to the potential restructuring of local government might entail.

Broads Authority Bill:  Response to the Petition by the Norfolk Association of Parish and Town Councils


The Authority received a report on the additional information provided by the Norfolk Association of Parish and Town Councils to its petition against the Broads Authority Bill and how the Authority should respond to it in the House of Lords.

RESOLVED

that the proposition in the petition by the Norfolk Association of Parish and Town Councils, that two of the members appointed to the Authority by the Secretary of State should be reserved for parish or town councillors appointed after consultation with such bodies appearing to him/her to represent the interests of parish and town councils in the Norfolk Broads area, should be resisted on the grounds that:

(i) the current appointments by the Secretary of State are open to almost everyone, including parish councillors and are based on merit.  A reduction to eight in the number of persons who can apply would be inconsistent with the principle of wider public involvement and the desirability of having as many places on the Authority open to as many people as possible;

(ii) that the Secretary of State’s appointments open to all recognise the national importance of the Broads and the present proportion of 50% less one should not be diminished; and

(iii)
that making such an amendment to the constitution of the Authority is premature in any event pending the outcome of the Defra consultation and the decision on the future shape of local government in Norfolk and Suffolk.

Broads Authority Bill: Adjacent Waters

The Authority received a report which examined the detailed provisions in the Broads Authority Bill with respect to adjacent waters which included Wroxham Broad, and in particular the categories of boat that should be required to register with the Authority and pay an annual toll.

The Authority had been in discussion with the Norfolk Broads Yacht Club who had petitioned against the Bill on the matter of adjacent waters. The principal areas of difference relating to craft which did not enter the navigation were whether unpowered craft above 6m2 and below 12m2 should pay a toll. It had been agreed that boats with a block area of more than 6m 2 would be registered and have third party insurance and all vessels where relevant would have a Boat Safety Certificate. However, the club would only accept that unpowered craft which had a block area above 12m2 should pay a toll.  

The advice of the Navigation Committee had been sought at its meeting on 4 September, which had considered the issues involved. The majority of Navigation Committee members had agreed to recommend that only unpowered craft with a block area smaller than 12m2  (which do not enter the navigation area but are used on adjacent waters) should be exempt from paying a toll.

RESOLVED

(i) that in respect of the provisions in the Broads Authority Bill relating to adjacent waters, all unpowered craft over 6 square metres, that only use adjacent waters, should be required to register with the Authority to facilitate the enforcement of the requirement for third party insurance; and  

(ii)
that the decision as to the exact size of unpowered craft, which only use adjacent waters, that should be required to pay a toll be delegated to the Chief Executive in consultation with the Chairman and the Chairman of the Navigation Committee after discussion with the Norfolk and Suffolk Boating Association, such a decision to be either 12 sq metres or 13 sq metres.

Local Development Framework: Development and Flood Risk

 Supplementary Planning Document: Adoption
Members received a report setting out the processes undertaken in developing the Supplementary Planning Document (SPD) on Development and Flood Risk and the contents of the SPD as well giving an outline of the adoption process.  Members had also received a copy of the SPD document. In particular members noted the suggested changes to the text as set out in the report and that adoption would mean that the SPD would become a material planning consideration for planning applications. It was also noted that the principle of floating buildings and mitigation measures outlined in the presentations to the Authority by Professor George Fleming and Mr Kerry Martin were entirely compatible with the SPD.

Some concern was expressed that interpretation could imply an embargo on future development within the Broads and therefore there may need to be certain adjustments to the wording and further clarification should be given to define key terms, particularly “footprint” and “floor area”.  It was noted that the SPD would allow some development within the Broads but that the Broads area by its very nature formed an area where development opportunities were limited.
The Authority congratulated the Planning Policy Officer and Director of Planning and Strategy for the progress made and their valuable efforts in negotiating and representing the Authority’s views to achieve a more workable way forward.
RESOLVED

that the Development and Flood Risk Supplementary Planning Document be adopted including the amendments suggested within the report on page 146, to strengthen the wording in order to ensure that flood risk and vulnerability to people and property is minimised, and subject to the inclusion of the definition of certain terms within a glossary, including “footprint” and that this be distinguished from “floor area”;
(ii) 
that the Authority proceeds in accordance with the Planning Regulations; and

(iii) 
that the outline of the formal development policy on flood risk management be agreed. 

19
Local Development Framework: Development Policies Development Plan Document

The Authority received a report which described how the planning regulations had changed the process towards adopting the Development Policies Development Plan Document (DPD) and sought approval for its publication and pre-submission consultation.


Copies of the Development Policies DPD had been circulated separately with the exception of Policy 33 relating to residential moorings.  
Members noted the significant changes to the wording since receiving the document on 27 June 2008, notably the wording to the flood risk management policy in line with the Development and Flood Risk in the Broads SPD. 

With reference to Policy 23 on moorings, it was noted that although specific reference to the Authority’s Mooring Strategy was not made, the supporting text within it was included in the Development Plan Policies document, since in planning policy terms, the Mooring Strategy was not a primary planning policy document.

The Planning Policy Officer presented and explained the revised wording to Policy 33 Residential Moorings, following analysis of the consultations, the closing date for which had been 12 September 2008. Copies of the revised wording were tabled.

Given the significance of the policy, members considered that it would be appropriate to hold a workshop to consider the consultations and revised wording specifically on Policy 33 before bringing it back to the full Authority on 21 November 2008.

Climate Change: Broads Authority Position Statement and Next Steps
The Authority considered a report by the Director of Conservation and Countryside Management giving details of recent efforts taken to allay the concerns of the community in the Upper Thurne following the premature release of a Natural England report.  These concerns were that decisions about the future management of the Broads in the light of climate change were being made without their involvement.  Members noted the major challenges faced by public authorities in finding a way of retaining the special qualities of the Broads as the climate changes and agreed that it was important for bodies to be working in an integrated way.  It was noted that the common ground statements framed the position of the Authority when responding to future events such as the Norfolk County Climate Change Taskforce consultation and the Natural England reports.
RESOLVED

(i) that the Authority adopts the ‘Common Ground statements’ as set out in Appendix 1 of the report as the basis of working with relevant stakeholders to conserve and enhance the Broads; 
(ii)
