Broads Authority Act: Fixing of “Appointed Days”
The Solicitor confirmed that the Broads Authority Act had received Royal Assent on 2 July 2009, and explained that many of the provisions within the Act came into effect immediately. 

However a number of provisions would only come into effect on an “appointed day”, which must be fixed by the Authority. These relate to:

· Boat Safety Standards;

· waterskiing and wakeboarding;

· the transfer of Breydon Water and the Lower Bure;

· the ‘transfer’ of Haddiscoe Cut;

· hire boat licensing; and

· the new accounting arrangements.

It was noted that the appointed day cannot be fixed in respect of the transfer of Breydon Water and the Lower Bure until the Authority has received the written consent of the Great Yarmouth Port Authority, as specified in section 35 of the new Act. Negotiations in respect of the transfer would need to be held with the Port Authority and the new Port Company.
The Solicitor confirmed that the setting of the appointed day for all relevant sections of the Act apart from Section 35, relating to the provisions for Breydon Water, would not in any way compromise the future setting of a further appointed day in respect of this section of the Act in due course.

Members noted that the appointed day must be at least three months after Royal Assent, and at least 28 days after the date on which a notice is published in the London Gazette or other newspaper. It was agreed that this should be 5 October 2009 for the provisions listed above, apart from the transfer of Breydon Water and the Lower Bure.
Mr Broad referred to a meeting of the Water Ski Panel which had been held on 13 August 2009, to discuss the implementation of the provisions contained in the Act. The suggested appointed day had been reported at the meeting and was acceptable to the relevant stakeholders.

that the Director of Corporate Services be appointed as the Proper Officer for 
certifying true copies of the notice to be given for the purpose of section 3(3) of the 2009 Act.
