Introduction

1.1
Appended is a copy of the Authority’s Regularity (Audit) Report for 2004/05, prepared by the Audit Commission.  The report sets out the results of the audit work which has been carried out on the Authority’s annual financial statements for 2004/05, and the Audit Commission’s review of the Authority’s management arrangements regarding the financial aspects of corporate governance, including Internal Audit.

Members will note that the audit identified no significant issues to report to members, although a number of adjustments were agreed and incorproated into the final audited statements.

Consequently an unqualified opinion was given on the statement of accounts on 2 February 2006.

The audit also covered the Authority’s Best Value Performance Plan (BVPP) for 2005/06.  No significant issues were identified in respect of the BVPP and an unqualified opinion was given on 15 December 2005.

Action Plan

2.1
The report appends an Action Plan to address the issues identified during the audit.  This incorporates the Authority’s response, together with responsible officers and target dates for implementation.

Most of the recommendations are of a technical nature, although members will note the recommendations that the Statement of Internal Control should be separately reviewed and adopted ‘by a Members committee’ (R4) and that members should formally receive the reports of the Internal Auditors (R11).   Both of these will be the subject of reports to the next full Authority meeting on 30 June.

Officers are in the process of implementing other recommendations in the Action Plan, as appropriate.
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
