Planning Service: Recruitment

The Chairman reported that two new Planning Assistants had recently been appointed.  This was part of the process for the Authority taking the service in-house.

RTPI Conference for Councillors and Executive Members 

Anglia Ruskin University, Chelmsford: 18 October 2006

The East of England RTPI organised one conference per year for Councillors and Executive Members to keep them up to date with current planning issues and legislation.  The Chairman reported that this would be in Chelmsford on 18 October 2006.

The programme was currently being finalised but provisional bookings were being taken.  Any member who was interested in attending should contact the Administrative Officer.  (Mr Dorrington had indicated that he would like to attend).

(3)
Regeneration and Development of the Deal Ground and Utilities Site in East Norwich: Stakeholder Workshop 27July 2006 2.30 – 4.30pm at City Hall

The Chairman reminded members about the Stakeholder workshop which would be taking place on 27 July as part of the Deal Ground consultation exercise.

The masterplan for the site would provide a framework for future development.  This should bring the site back into occupation and link it back to the city and the countryside.  The masterplan would help to underpin Norwich City’s bid for Growth Point Status.

Applications for Planning Permission

The Committee considered applications submitted under the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 as well as matters of enforcement (also having regard to Human Rights) and reached decisions as set out in Appendix 1 to these minutes on the blue pages. Acting under its delegated powers the Committee authorised the immediate implementation of the decisions.   


The Chairman introduced members and officers and reminded everyone that the scheme for public speaking was in operation, details of which were contained in the Code of Conduct for Members and Officers.  The following minutes relate to those applications where further matters of information, or detailed matters of policy not already covered in the officers’ reports, were given additional attention.

(1)
Great Yarmouth 06/06/0393 The Homestead, Mill Road, Stokesby


Formation of a carp fishing lake, provision for parking and toilet facilities


Applicant: Mr and Mrs B Oakey 


The Planning Officer explained that the application was retrospective with the aim of regularising the creation of a carp fishing lake.  The development had involved creating earth bunds around the fishing lake and islands within the lake.  The relevant policy was Policy TR26 which allowed for such development provided certain criteria were met.  The present development did not comply with this and therefore there had been negotiations with the applicant which involved the reduction of the bunds to 1.8 metres from 3 metres.


It was noted that the Parish Council strongly objected to the application in light of it being retrospective and possibly setting a precedent.  The Highways Authority had commented that the access to the site was acceptable but had originally requested that there be 17 parking spaces in the car park, commensurate with the number of fishing platforms.  However, officers considered that this would create an intrusion into the landscape, particularly given the small scale use of the site.  There was an area that could be used for overspill parking.  Officers were concerned that if there were more than 17 spaces available, the applicant would not remove the soil created by lowering the bunds, from the site.  It was recommended that the amended plans be accepted subject to conditions including the works being completed before the end of the planting season 2006/07.  If these were not complied with, the Authority had powers to issue a Breach of Condition Notice (BCN).


Members expressed disappointment at the retrospective nature of the application but agreed that they were minded to consider the amended plans on their merits.  There was concern that the development would be an intrusion into the Broads landscape. Members queried the materials to be used for the car park and expressed concern that during the winter season, any use of the extra space into the field would be churned up and create more of an intrusion.  It was considered that it could have a significant impact on the character and appearance of the landscape.

It was reported that the Authority’s Landscape Architect was now satisfied with the plans to lower the bunds and the re-sloping/grading down of the islands and, together with a landscaping scheme, the development could be made acceptable.

In light of the Landscape Architect’s comments and consideration that the application would not set a precedent, members were minded to grant permission.  However it was considered necessary to protect the landscape and to mitigate the effect of cars and to protect the land from erosion and further intrusion. It was considered that the materials for the overspill car park should be stipulated particularly in order to mitigate the effects of mud in the winter months.

RESOLVED


that subject to conditions the application be approved as it is in accordance with the requirements of Policy TR26 of the Broads Local Plan (as amended).  

The stipulated date for completion of the works is 31 March 2007.  Materials for the existing car parking area as well as the overspill area and an additional condition to restrict the number of fishing platforms on the site to maintain the use as low key, are set out in the schedule attached to these minutes.

Great Yarmouth 06/06/0489 Staithe House Farm, Staithe Road, West Somerton


Erection of six dwellings 
Applicant: Mrs L Thain

The Planning Officer explained that the application was for the erection of six dwellings on the site as a group of four linked dwellings and two semi-detached dwellings.  The proposals represented a revision to an earlier application for which following negotiations planning permission had originally been granted in 1998. The proposal was set against the background of farm buildings in a visually prominent position on the River Thurne. The Parish Council had been concerned that the development did not allow for affordable housing units.  However neither the Authority’s policies nor those of Great Yarmouth required provision for affordable housing within such a scheme.

The Planning Officer updated the Committee on further consultations received:

· Highways Authority – acceptable provided plans amended to have 2.4m visibility splays to the access and an agreement that no vegetation should grow within the visibility splays.

· Broads Society – recommended receipt of more details.

· Norfolk Archaeological Survey – require that an Archaeological survey be carried out.

· English Nature – expressed concern about the outfall from sewage treatment works, particularly given the proximity of adjacent sites.

Attention was drawn to the letters of objection from the neighbouring properties and members gave these careful consideration, particularly in relation to the layout of the development and the details.

Members considered that the proposed development represented a considerable improvement on the original scheme for which planning permission, subject to details being agreed, had originally been granted.  The elevations were acceptable and the use of open space within the site was commendable.  It was requested that the green open space depicted on the plans should be kept clear of car parking.

RESOLVED 

that authority be delegated to officers to approve the application as it complies with Policies H1, B11 and B7 of the Broads Local Plan subject to conditions including those relating to:

· Highways, an Archaeological Survey;

· retention of the green open space clear of car parking; 

· provision of details of the sewage treatment plant and outflow;

as well as an informative as requested by the Environment Agency (as set out in the schedule attached to these minutes).

North Norfolk 01/2006/0979 South Quays Marina, Horning Reach, Horning

Retention of quayheaded walkway and mooring pier

Applicant: Mr R M Tomkins

The Planning Officer explained that the application was retrospective since the applicant had not appreciated that planning permission was required for the removal of a land mass and its replacement with a quayheaded walkway and mooring pier.  The moorings within the site were for private use and the aim of the development was to improve the manoeuvrability of boats within the basin and to tidy the site with a similar design to that which already existed.  The application had been submitted as a result of investigations by the Authority’s Planning Officer (Compliance and Implementation).  It was noted that there was a legal Section 106 agreement attached to the site that restricted the number of moorings within the marina to 77.

There had been a number of letters received in support of the application and one letter of objection from the owner of the adjacent mooring plot in the corner of the site. There was concern that the alignment of the development restricted mooring on the owner’s site.

The applicant, Mr Tomkins, was given the opportunity to address the Committee.  He apologised for the application being retrospective since unfortunately his legal advice had been that he would not need to seek planning permission.  Prior to undertaking the development, the island had created a significant obstruction for boats trying to moor and caused a safety hazard. 

Although members had been concerned about the retrospective nature of the application, it was considered that the development would be, on balance, an improvement to the functioning of the site provided the legal agreement was maintained.

RESOLVED

that the application be approved as it meets the requirements of Policies C3 and C8 of the Broads Local Plan 1997 subject to no further substantive representations being received and subject to conditions as set out in the schedule attached to these minutes and to an informative relating to the number of private boats.

(4)
South Norfolk 07/06/1228 31 Ditchingham Dam, Ditchingham

Re-build of ground floor lounge and garage, with erection of a first floor above kitchen and lounge

Applicant: Mr Darren Revell

Following presentation by the Planning Officer, it was noted that the proposed development would enable the removal of a number of the existing extensions and a prefabricated garage.

Members gave careful consideration to the objections received and the concerns raised by the neighbours regarding overshadowing and overlooking.  Members considered that on balance, given the distances and the alignment with the neighbouring properties as well as the conditions to include obscure glazing, the proposal would result in a considerable visual improvement to the site. It was also considered that it would not affect adversely the character of the existing dwelling or the surrounding area.

RESOLVED

that the application be approved, as it is in accordance with Policy H11 of the Broads Local Plan, subject to conditions as set out in the schedule attached to these minutes.

(5)
South Norfolk 07/06/1061 River Chet and River Yare at Reedham; River Waveney and Haddiscoe Cut at St Olaves; Left bank of River Waveney at Burgh St Peter to Waveney River Centre (Compartment 22 Phase III)

Flood defence improvement works including temporary site compounds and associated engineering works

Applicant: Environment Agency 

The Planning Consultant explained that there were 12 sections of floodbanks where there would be improvements, predominantly involving strengthening, although there would be a small section of set back on the River Chet.  Once the area of set back was established, the Environment Agency would need to come back to the Authority to have the piling removed.

In presenting the report, the Planning Consultant emphasised that the main issues for consideration related to the impact on:

· wildlife and habitat; 
· recreational interests;
· highway matters;
· archaeological interests; and
· residential amenity. 
He dealt with these in detail and proposed conditions in relation to the points raised.

With reference to consultations, the Planning Consultant reported that 

the main area of concern related to the highways.

The initial objection and concerns raised by the NLA and the County Highway Authority had been addressed by the amended plans.  Negotiations had taken place with regard to the concerns raised by the owners of Marsh House and these were now satisfied.

The application was considered to meet the requirements of Broads Local Plan policies in particular Policy INF5 (Broadland Flood Alleviation Strategy) and represented an appropriate design of development associated with flood defence work in this location.


RESOLVED

that delegated authority be given to officers to approve the application subject to no substantive representations being raised on outstanding consultations and subject to conditions and an Informative as set out in the schedule attached to these minutes.

Waveney W19763BA 21 Northgate (Cambridge Score) Beccles

Retrospective application for a brick pier

Applicant: Group Captain J R Gibbons

It was noted that the application was retrospective. The Head of Development and Regeneration explained that this was partly due to the Authority’s officers giving more attention to monitoring.   

The Head of Development and Regeneration explained that the applicant had built the brick pier in order to prevent the wall from falling down any further.  When officers had first made an inspection there had been glass and barbed wire on the top of it, which had since been removed for safety reasons. 

The Solicitor advised that conditions requiring developments to be completed and conditions requiring works to associated structures may not be enforceable.

Members were concerned that access to the river, such as that provided by the Scores in Beccles, should be retained where possible.  The Solicitor advised that if the brick pier was an obstruction to the Score of such a degree to be a detriment to public amenity, this could be a material consideration and potentially a reason for refusal.

It was noted that there were a number of brick piers within the Score and that access was not impeded. Photographs of the Score were circulated to members. It was noted that the applicant was aware that planning permission would be required for any further changes to the brick piers within the Score.

Appointment to Outside Bodies: Norfolk Mills and Pumps Trust

The Director of Planning and Strategy presented the report on the Norfolk Mills and Pumps Trust and explained that due to Ms Rooza no longer being a member of the Broads Authority, one additional member was required to represent the Authority on the Trust. Mr Durrant was the existing member on the Trust. The next meeting was to be held on 28 September 2006.

Mr Read from the Trust gave a presentation on its current work programme.  He explained that the Trust was set up 40 years ago funded by Norfolk County Council from English Heritage grants.  Since the Broads Authority had been set up until recently it had contributed to the work of the Trust through the Broads Windpump Programme. The aim was to prevent further deterioration and to restore as many mills as possible. Of the 20 mills for  which the Trust had responsibility, 16  were in the Broads area. Due to the problem of the shortage of millwrights, the Trust had been unable to restore as many mills as it would have liked.  However, it was hoped that the Bursary scheme set up by the Authority would help to go someway to rectify this.  

The Trust‘s programme of work at present was to complete the Land of the Windmills project.  The future depended on funding.  The structure of the Trust was also being reviewed and the possibility of it becoming a Company Limited by Guarantee was being considered.

It was hoped that the Authority would be able to appoint a member who had sufficient interest in the historic built environment and was able to donate his/her time to the Trust.  He thanked the Authority for its support.

RESOLVED

that the report on the Trust be welcomed and noted.

Given that only a few members of the Planning Committee were in attendance, it was

RECOMMENDED

that  the full Authority on 28 July 2006  appoint a member as the Authority’s other representative on the Trust.

Training for Members of Planning Committee

The Committee received a report from the Director of Planning and Strategy relating to the training of members of the Planning Committee in order to achieve good practice.  A questionnaire had been circulated to members asking them to indicate their needs and the priority areas for training.  From the responses received, many had indicated that the UK planning system and development control basics as well as planning within national parks were the first priority areas for training. There were various training opportunities coming forward on a regular basis and members were encouraged to take these up where possible.

It was noted that a number of members already received training within their own districts.  It was acknowledged that there were mixed needs for members on the Committee.

This involved integrating processes for Sustainability Appraisal/ Strategic Environmental Assessment and as set out in the Scoping Report.  A copy had been circulated to members.

It was noted that the Authority had to cover the costs of the Sustainabilty Appraisal and writing-up the Environmental Report in accordance with the EU directive by using its Planning Delivery Grant.  Defra had not been allocated funding by ODPM to pass on to its local planning authorities (ie national park authorities).

RESOLVED

that the Scoping Report for the Core Strategy be received, and the input from consultation bodies and the procedures being followed in assessing the impacts of the developing policies of the Core Strategy be noted.

The Inspector therefore allowed the appeal and granted planning permission for purposes incidental to mooring subject to a condition requiring that it not be used for overnight accommodation.

That there should be no works within 9 metres of the River Thurne without the consent of the Environment Agency.

Reasons for Approval

The site lies within a sensitive location within the West Somerton Development Boundary and residential development, subject to criteria including that there would be no adverse impact on adjoining properties, accords with Policy H1 of the Broads Local Plan. The design of the scheme for the erection of six dwellings on the site retains the predominance of the existing farmhouse, will result in the removal of visually intrusive agricultural buildings, and create an attractive open area with the formation of the mooring basin and green area within the site and is therefore considered to accord with Broads Local Plan Policy B11. Whilst the site is not within the Conservation Area, it immediately adjoins the Conservation Area boundary and the scheme is considered to result in an enhancement of the overall appearance of the Conservation Area which is in accordance with Policy B7.

The application is considered to meet the requirements of the Broads Local Plan policies, in particular policy INF 5 (Broadland Flood Alleviation Strategy) and would not materially conflict with other policies in the plan.  The proposal is considered to represent an appropriate design of development associated with flood defence work in this location.
