Introduction 

1.1
The membership of the Sustainable Development Fund Panel currently comprises:

· two Broads Authority representatives (including the Chairman of the Panel, Elizabeth Burrows);

· two Broads Forum representatives;

· two independent members;

· two members representing the younger community; and

· one representative from EEDA (East of England Development Agency).

One of the independent members, Kate MacKenzie, will be standing down from the Panel after the next meeting on 18 October, having served for four years. She has been promoted to a significantly more demanding post within BTCV, as Regional Director for London, the South East and the East of England, and so will not be able to commit as much time to attend panel meetings.

Proposed Replacement Member

The Chairman of the Panel and Chief Executive are in agreement that it would be helpful to recruit from a national rather than a local organisation, to maintain the balance of interests on the Panel, and that continued representation from the voluntary sector would be beneficial.

It has therefore been suggested, and is recommended, that the vacancy be filled by BCTV’s Norwich based Regional Development Manager, Alan Marchant. The Panel has already had some dealings with Alan, who developed and successfully applied for funding for the BTCV application ‘A Sense of Place’.
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
