Navigation Tolls 2006/07: Priorities for Additional Expenditure and Strategy for the next Five Years
	That for 2006/07 the additional works funded from the increase in tolls comprise:

· Jenson’s Island – mooring and tip @ £50,000;

· St Benets Abbey – mooring posts and footpath improvements @ £5,000; and

· increased tree and scrub clearance, maintenance of moorings etc through two new Navigation Works Technicians @ £40,000 per annum;

at a total cost of approximately £95,000.

	A discussion has taken place with Suffolk Wildlife Trust to establish the principles behind securing agreement to the works.  A topographic survey and site investigation boreholes have been carried out by contractors which have established alternatives for appropriate designs. A meeting with the Trust has been arranged for 20 September. A planning application will be pursued once all relevant consents and heads of terms for a lease are established.

Due to the untimely death of the landlord, NPS have been delayed in securing the lease for the site.  However, the scheme is a simple one to implement and should be speedily completed once the Authority has access to the site.

Two new technicians were recruited at the beginning of April and are currently working on mooring restorations and signage works.  Tree and scrub clearance will be undertaken following the end of breeding/nesting, and work to secure permissions, consents, etc, are currently in hand.
