Annual Monitoring Report 2005/06 and Report on 

Progress in Producing a State of the Park Report

Report by Planning Policy Officer 

	Summary:
The system of Local Development Frameworks (LDF) requires the production of an Annual Monitoring Report (AMR) to monitor both indicators set out by Government and the implementation of the Local Development Scheme (LDS).

Recommendations: 

(i)
That the Annual Monitoring Report be published, as amended following advice from the Government Office of the East of England.

(ii)
That the Local Development Scheme 2006 – 2009 be approved for submission to the Secretary of State.

(iii)
That the revised Local Development Scheme shall have effect, subject to there being no major changes by the Secretary of State.

(iv)
That the publication of the revised Local Development Scheme be approved.

(v)
That the work being undertaken through the Broads Plan Advisory Group to link the Broads Plan monitoring and the AMR and the intention to move towards producing a State of the Park Report be noted.


1
Introduction

1.1
The Annual Monitoring Report considers the effectiveness of current planning policies and whether revisions are required, using broad contextual indicators. This covering report and the Annual Monitoring Report are largely factual and members are being asked to note the content, and approve the changes recommended to the LDS. 

1.2
The LDF monitoring has a potential overlap with the monitoring of the Broads Plan. As a result, this report explains the potential relationship between the two, and sets out the current position on producing a State of the Park Report.

1.3
The Annual Monitoring Report must be based upon the period 1 April to 31 March and submitted to the Secretary of State no later than the end of the following December.

2
Monitoring Requirements

2.1
Government requires local planning authorities (LPAs) to produce an Annual Monitoring Report (AMR).  Section 35 of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 (“the Act”) requires every local planning authority to make an annual report to the Secretary of State containing information on the implementation of the Local Development Scheme (LDS) and the extent to which the policies set out in local development documents are being achieved. The detailed requirements are set out in the Town and Country Planning (Local Development) (England) Regulations, 2004, in Planning Policy Statement 12 and in Local Development Framework Monitoring: A good practice guide and Government Circular 1/2005 on Local Development Framework Core Output Indicators.  

2.2
The Broads Plan needs to be reviewed every five years and the delivery monitored during that time. A ‘State of the Park Report’ is one way of monitoring this and is an approach adopted by many of the other National Parks. Such a report can establish a baseline data set, and carrying out a trend analysis periodically can inform a review of action plan objectives and the full review every five years. There is potential for complimentary or shared indicators in the AMR, which are monitored annually in between State of the Park Reports. This is particularly helpful as the LDF is meant to be a spatial plan, going wider than land use implications. The tie up with the AMR and the Broads Plan monitoring will demonstrate this. 

2.3
There is also a potential for overlap with the Best Value indicators, which are already collected by the Authority on a corporate basis and also reported in the AMR for context. The BV Performance Indicators could also be used in the State of the Park Report and possibly be expanded to monitor more Broads Plan objectives.

2.4
The full Annual Monitoring Report 2005-2006 is available to members and will be placed on the website during December following consultation with the Government Office.  A summary of the headline indicators is contained in Appendix 1.

3
The Main Issues

3.1
Availability of Data


3.1.1
The AMR has to monitor the delivery of the LDF and its effectiveness. It is also required to monitor a set of Core Output Indicators, directed by Government. The Core Output Indicators cover the following topic areas: business development, housing delivery, transport, local services, flood protection, biodiversity and renewable energy. These indicator requirements present several problems in the Broads Authority area. Firstly, the Broads Authority, by virtue of its restricted area, does not have a housing numbers or employment figures requirement to meet; therefore there is no housing trajectory or detailed figures on business floor space or housing completions. Secondly, the administering of planning applications is currently carried out by the six riparian district councils, with only limited data collected by the Authority. This will change, however, as planning applications are brought ‘in house’ from 1 April 2007. The newly commissioned CAPS planning IT system will make future year’s AMRs increasingly easier to collect data for, although data on completions will remain difficult as it is heavily dependent on data from the Local Authority Building Control or the private sector.

3.1.2
The lack of a direct relationship between the data recorded on planning applications dealt with by the districts and the Authority has made the Core Output Indicators difficult to complete. Data is retrieved from the Districts (housing and employment) and the County Councils (transportation and general employment issues). As a result, completion of this data in this year’s return is, as last year, only partial. In National Planning Policy there are no exceptions made for National Park Authorities allowing exemption for all or any of the Core Output Indicators.

3.2
Local Development Scheme


3.2.1
The programme for preparing the LDF documents has required amendment because of the larger than anticipated workload required in preparing the submission draft of the Core Strategy and joint working with the Norwich, Great Yarmouth and Lowestoft sub regions. The extra work required this summer on the Core Strategy and the implications of the draft PPS25 on flood risk meant that work on progressing the Development Control Director of Planning and Development has slipped.  The new PPS25 has still not been published.  Therefore, in the amendments suggested to the LDS, the publication of the preferred options for this document is proposed as September 2007; with the aim of publishing the closely related SPD on Development and Flood Risk at that time.  In conjunction with the valley approach to managing the Broads, it is recommended that a potential Supplementary Planning Document (SPD) be flagged up for the Ant Valley. No milestones are as yet set for this between now and 2009.  Discussions with Norwich City Council suggest that a joint SPD for Eastern Norwich (Deal Ground / Utilities Site) would be achievable during 2007. The proposed programme for discussion with the Government Office and the Planning Inspectorate Service is at Appendix 2

3.3
Broads Plan Monitoring and State of the Park Report

3.3.1
Work has recently commenced with the Broads Plan Advisory Group (BPAG) on establishing indicators to monitor the Broads Plan. This could have a beneficially close relationship with the AMR. The principles of monitoring indicators were discussed at a meeting on 18 October 2006, when it was suggested that indicators should reflect desired outcomes of Broads Plan 5-year objectives towards meeting long term (20-year) aims – i.e. measuring the impact of Broads Plan objectives in terms of how they are achieving 20-year aims, and whether the objectives, or the aims themselves, are still relevant and appropriate. This will then inform subsequent 5-year action plans. 

3.3.2
It was also agreed that it was a sensible approach to provide a set of core overarching indicators, and beneath these more detailed indicators related to each of the themed chapters in the Broads Plan. (Living Landscapes, Water Habitats and Wildlife, Tourism and Recreation and Understanding the Broads.)

3.3.3
The potential for a State of the Park Report was also discussed and it was considered that it could form a baseline assessment of current conditions of the Broads, focusing on the special qualities of the area and issues to be addressed through Broads Plan (and related plans and strategies, including the LDF) aims and objectives. Following on from the BPAG meeting, the Broads Strategy Officer and the Planning Policy Officer will produce an initial outline structure and content for performance indicators and a State of the Park Report to bring back to the Advisory Group for discussion. Once the indicators are established, they can begin to be recorded and could feed into the AMR.

4
Performance Indicators in the AMR

4.1
In terms of local development frameworks, three types of indicators are stipulated.  Firstly, contextual indicators, which describe the wider social, environmental and economic background against which local development framework policy operates. Secondly, output indicators, which are used to assess the performance of policies. Thirdly, significant effects indicators, which are used to assess the significant social, environmental and economic effects of policies.  Process targets are used to monitor local development scheme delivery. The AMR is structured around this range of indicators

5
Developing a Monitoring Framework

5.1
The development of monitoring principles and preparation of an outline of the monitoring framework will be two key tasks that authorities will need to undertake in developing the monitoring framework.  Factors to consider include:

· identifying available information to inform the evidence base;

· identifying any data ‘gaps’ and how these might be addressed; and

· how the authority proposes to develop its monitoring framework, and the content of the annual monitoring report, over time.

5.2
The Authority is advised that it is desirable for this to be agreed with the relevant regional planning body and key stakeholders and the Government Office should be given an opportunity to comment.  

6
Implications and Summary

6.1
The Core Output Indicators section is likely to be incomplete because of the situation described in paragraphs 3.1.1 and 3.1.2 While the first round of AMRs were anticipated to be incomplete, LPAs were to take steps to improve the data gaps in time for this year.  There has been no new guidance issued for the 2005/06 AMR. The basis for last year’s AMR has been revised and figures updated, and as work with the Broads Plan progresses, cross-cutting indicators can bolster the return next year.

6.2
Completions data on housing and business for the Core Output Indicators will always be a problem unless extra steps are taken to get data from Building Control services. This relates to very small numbers on an annual basis, which for this year the districts are likely to have included in their own returns.

6.3
The Authority has met the milestones set in the LDS for the preparation of the Core Strategy.  In the light of this experience, the milestones for the Development Control DPD are to be more realistic.

6.4
The Authority has recently published the sustainability appraisal report to accompany the Core Strategy – Submission Report and a final set of objectives and indicators have been developed in consultation with key stakeholders which will become the significant effects indicators.

6.5
In 2005/06 (April – March) the Authority determined 270 planning applications compared with 310 in 04/5 and 271 in 03/04.  Whilst development proposals come from across the Broads, the most were from Horning (31), Hoveton and Wroxham(20 + 15) and Stalham (14).

6.6
There continues to be development pressures for residential development and for increased scale generally.  The lack of regard to flood risk is a serious issue which applicants must consider prior to submitting applications.  A more proactive management of the planning process is now possible and more guidance can be given to applicants through the use of the Landscape Character Assessment which has now been completed

7
Financial Implications

7.1
The Government has indicated that authorities will be rewarded for progress in both delivering sustainable development outcomes such as housing and employment and also in plan making (according to a self assessment based on their Annual Monitoring Reports for the reporting period from April 2005 to March 2006). They have yet to provide guidance on how this self-assessment should be completed.  The self-assessment is to accompany the submitted AMR.
7.2
There are potentially serious implications for the resourcing of the monitoring requirements, which could appear to be out of scale with the role of the Authority as a local planning authority for an area with the character of the Broads.  A key component of the Core Output Indicators is data on the number of completions, both business and housing, this is data that is currently only recorded by Local Authority Building Control or the private sector.  The Authority may need to decide whether it considers it worthwhile ‘buying in’ completions data to meet the Core Output Indicators. 

7.3
As the Authority brings its planning service ‘in house’, it will solely deal with applications; therefore this will not be monitored and completions tracked by the districts as currently happens. The Authority does not have a regional housing numbers target to meet, so the windfall units that come forward contribute to the adjoining district-wide figures. So far in developing this year’s AMR, one district has requested that they be kept informed of permissions and completions in the Broads Area to accurately predict their net allocation requirements for their area after April 2007.  The numbers of units coming forward in the Broads executive area may have historically been quite small, but there are brown field sites coming forward that could give rise to significant dwelling numbers, making the implications larger.  The implications for the Authority will also be larger, as in the 2007/08 AMR it will not be able to rely on the districts recording monitoring data and will have to complete it on its own.

7.4
County Councils are required to collate data from local planning authorities for submission to the region.  Norfolk County Council is currently exploring the purchase of a computerised monitoring system for Norfolk planning authorities and Waveney District Council.  They suggest there will be a maintenance payment from each authority.

7.5
It was hoped last year that discussions with the Government Offices and work with other National Park Authorities may have helped resolve issues around how much NPAs should monitor to get a realistic and practical resolution, but as yet nothing has come of this.

Summary

BROADS AUTHORITY ANNUAL MONITORING REPORT 2005 - 2006

Annual Monitoring Report

The Annual Monitoring Report is a report submitted to the government by a local planning authority to assess the progress and the effectiveness of a Local Development Framework.

The annual monitoring report must be based upon the period 1 April to 31 March and submitted to the Secretary of State no later than the end of the following December. This is the second annual monitoring report produced by the Broads Authority. 

Issues, Challenges and Opportunities

The following contextual information and the issues arising have contributed to the Core Strategy preparation during the year 2005 - 2006.

Flood alleviation and climate change

As PPS 25 emerges there is an increased likelihood of a requirement for Strategic Flood Risk Assessment (SFRA) so to pre-empt this the Broads Authority along with adjoining districts have jointly commissioned consultants to complete this assessment. The SFRA will inform the Development Control DPD.  A sustainable design guide was developed over the year and published to great acclaim in the summer.

The Broads as a living working landscape
The Authority has recently completed a landscape character assessment, based on extensive desk based research on documents like historical maps, topography data and field work. This has produced 30 character areas and as at October 2006 is beginning to inform planning control decisions. 

Tourism and recreation

Publication of the Tourism Strategy

Access And Transport

Publication of revised Local Transport Plans and specific Broads Area Transport Strategy.

Performance Indicators

In terms of local development frameworks, three types of indicators are proposed.  Firstly, contextual indicators which describe the wider social, environmental and economic background against which local development framework policy operates. Secondly, output indicators which are used to assess the performance of policies. Thirdly, significant effects indicators which are used to assess the significant social, environmental and economic effects of policies.  Process targets are used to monitor local development scheme delivery.

Significant Effects Indicators

The Authority published the sustainability appraisal report to accompany the Core Strategy – Submission Report in September 2006 and a final set of objectives and indicators have been developed in consultation with key stakeholders.  

Local Plan Policies

The Authority has bolstered its planning staff in order to be ready to take the service in house next year and in the lead up to this is selecting key applications to deal with in house now to build up the skills base.  The majority of applications are still determined by Districts. Caps, the planning application IT software tool, has been commissioned as the authority’s planning IT system.  This has been done with development monitoring in mind so that future returns of AMR can be supported with data.

Local Plan Implementation

Performance of ‘saved’ Policies

There continues to be development pressures for residential development and for increased scale generally.  The lack of regard to flood risk is a serious issue which applicants must consider prior to submitting applications.  A more proactive management of the planning process is now possible and more guidance can be given to applicants through the use of the Landscape Character Assessment which has now been completed.

Assessment of Planning Applications

In 2005/06 (April – March) the Authority determined 270 planning applications compared with 310 in 2004/05 and 271 in 2003/04.

Whilst development proposals come from across the Broads, the most were from Horning (31), Hoveton and Wroxham(20 + 15) and Stalham (14).

Planning applications by type 2005 – 2006
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Issues raised in Applications

Previous planning applications have been refused under a variety of policies from the Broads Local Plan 1997 (BLP), Norfolk Structure Plan (NSP) and under the Local Plans of the 6 Districts that the Broads Executive Area incorporates. 

The policies most frequently used included the following from the BLP: 

· B11 (Design)

· H11 (Extensions and Annexes)

· INF1 (Development and Flood Risk - in association with PPG25). 

Also the BLP policy TC8 (Parking, Servicing and Other Highway Requirements) and ENV14 of the NSP (Strategy for the Broads) were also used, but to a lower degree than the above. 

Design

Most applications warrant a design assessment; many requiring considerable input before they can be recommended for approval.

· Pre application negotiations.

· Clarity on design principles.

· Quality of plans and drawings being submitted and registered.

· Appreciation by applicants of sensitivity of the Broads and especially sites visible from the water. (Policy B11)

· Suitability of redundant rural buildings for conversion to dwellings (eg structural surveys, PPS7, Policy H7).

Navigation

The series of flood defence works applications continues to raise issues across all the Authority’s duties.  A large number of applications include quay heading and/or moorings.  A few applications are made for slipways:

· How to bring forward proposals for new slipways and moorings (Policy TR1, TR7).

· Protection of short stay moorings in boatyards for visitors and for holiday accommodation (Policy EMP5).

· Use of guidance on bank protection (Policy C5, C7, C8).

A moorings audit and strategy, which will provide evidence of need, was completed and presented to Full Authority in March 2006. The mooring strategy provides an audit of existing facilities and a Strategy to aim to provide a mix of urban, rural and semi-rural quays all within a 30 minute cruising time around the river and broads system.  Officers in developing policies and determining applications could have regard to this strategy and the background research in decision making.

Landscape

The character of the landscape means that proposed development which might initially appear to be small scale, could have a significant impact when viewed from a distance or across remote marshlands:

· Impact of residential curtilages in conversion of rural buildings to dwellings.

· Appreciation of the sensitivity of the Broads landscape.

· Lack of policies which recognise distinctive character and constituent elements.

· Development on or outside the executive boundary.

· Identification and protection of light sensitive areas to contribute to tranquillity.

The Landscape Character Assessment been completed and provides crucial evidence in determining applications and in policy development.

Flood Risk

In order to assist Local Authorities who are monitoring this indicator the Environment Agency has provided a list of the objections initially lodged on the grounds of flood defence.  They made 14 representations directing refusal.

Conservation

The current local plan has a suite of nature conservation policies with a stronger policy framework than is found in other local plans:

· Quality and submission of adequate information with applications (eg species surveys).

· Guidance and policy support for enhancement as opposed to protection.

Recreation

Applications might be a means of achieving wider objectives but opportunities can be lost:

· Access to and alongside the water (slipways/footpaths/views).

· Safeguard for cycle paths/footpaths along narrow roads/missing links for circular routes.

· Links between villages/community facilities and moorings.

· Visitor parking.

· Tourism infrastructure.

Residential demand

An analysis of those applications which are refused or withdrawn reveals pressure for inappropriate residential development:

· Clarify appropriateness of residential development within BA Executive Area.

· Flood risk (submission of flood risk assessments) and appreciation of impacts of flooding over the life of a building.

· Scale and density.

· Impact on the landscape/waterside/character.

· Sustainability/accessibility. 

The Authority does not have a housing target to achieve as housing development sites are located within District boundaries.

Renewable Energy

Few proposals incorporate technologies relating to renewable energy.  Three specific applications were granted; for windpumps on a nature reserve, for solar collectors and for a domestic wind turbine:

· Policies and guidance to promote renewable energy.

Local Development Scheme

The Authority has met the milestones set in the LDS for the preparation of the Core Strategy.  In the light of this experience, the milestones for the Development Control DPD are to be more realistic.

The Core Strategy

The Core Strategy preferred options draft (regulation 26) was published in December 2005.

The Core Strategy – Submission Report was submitted to the Secretary of State on 28 September in accordance with our adopted LDS.

The Development Control Policies DPD

The Development Control policies DPD is in the initial stages of research and evidence gathering. An issues scoping leaflet will be published early November ‘06 to begin the initial consultation with the preferred options draft to be published in September 2007. 

Roll forward of LDS

The LDS is a 3 year programme.  It is reviewed in the AMR.  Rolling forward the LDS and any amendment requires formal review.

Unfortunately the work required to progress the Core Strategy from the Preferred Options Stage to submission has been lengthy and was not anticipated when the LDS was last reviewed. It is regrettable that the procedures for drafting DPDs are very lengthy in the new planning system and that the DC policies may not be adopted until 2009.  As the Authority will be establishing a new planning service during 2007, it should not be over ambitious at this stage.

APPENDIX 3
  Broads Plan: Performance Indicators and a State of the Park Report

Performance Indicators

National Park Management Plans, including the Broads Plan, must be up to date and regularly reviewed. The Authority is required to review its Plan every five years, ideally in co-ordination with the statutory planning system. 

An assessment of outcomes is an integral part of monitoring and evaluating the implementation of the Broads Plan and informing future management planning.  A key set of performance indicators (PIs) will be used to monitor progress towards the 20-year aims (i.e. outcomes) in the Broads Plan. These PIs will be supported by a State of the Park Report, being prepared in conjunction with the PI sets.

The Broads Plan is a plan for the Broads, not just for the Broads Authority. As such, it is of interest to all those with a stake or interest in the Broads, and measuring its implementation relates to activities of all organisations which contribute to meeting the Plan objectives. 

The Broads Plan Advisory Group will help oversee the monitoring and assessment of the implementation of the Broads Plan. The Group is working with the Authority’s Planning & Strategy Directorate to prepare a small suite of PIs, some of which their own organisations currently, or may in future, produce. 

Process

A suite of PIs will be identified to reflect the desired outcomes of Broads Plan objectives towards meeting the long-term (20-year) aims of the Plan, i.e. measuring the impact (rather than the amount) of objectives in terms of how they are achieving the aims, and whether the objective/s, or the aims themselves, remain relevant and appropriate. This will then help inform subsequent Broads Plan action plans and associated plans.

Some PIs will be broad and cross-cutting; others will be linked to Broads Plan topic (chapter) headings: i.e. Living Landscapes; Water, Habitats and Wildlife; Tourism and Recreation; and Understanding the Broads.

Examples of potential PIs are set out in figure 8.2 in the Broads Plan (though it is possible that only a small number of these will be used). The PIs need to be realistic, positive in approach, and manageable. As a small authority, it is important not to be overly caught up in meeting PI targets and lose sight of the delivery of Broads Plan aims and objectives. 

A suggested process plan is:

· Set potential PIs by Broads Plan topic 

· Set potential cross-cutting PIs 

· Consider priorities in establishing PIs – scoring system needed?

· Identify existing PI sets (held by the Authority and by other organisations) with relevance to the Broads, e.g.

· Audit Commission 

· Office of National Statistics

· Countryside Agency ‘State of the Countryside Reports’ 

· Government Rural White Paper ‘Our Countryside’ (2000) 
· Government’s Sustainable Development Strategy ‘Securing the Future’, (2005
· Headline indicators developed by NPA Data Working Group

· NPA Park Profile

· Best Value Performance Plan/Comprehensive Performance Assessment

· Local Development Framework /Annual Monitoring Report; SEA/SA

· Partner organisations data (Environment Agency, Natural England, EEDA, EETB, etc)
· Assess what data would be needed to support the desired PIs – sources, information gaps and research needs, required and available resources

· Assess problems in setting PIs and/or collecting baseline data, e.g.  
· Desired indicators may have yet to be measured (e.g. methods of measurement have yet to be developed; data has never been collected before or can only be updated infrequently because of time/cost to collect). 

· It may be difficult to identify indicators that measure change
· Baseline data may not fit the Authority’s executive boundary – e.g. data is only available at national/ regional/ district level. 

· Indicators may contradict each other or adversely affect other factors

· It may be difficult to measure subjective targets such as quality, diversity, sustainability, tranquillity, enjoyment and understanding, which are ‘special qualities’ of the Broads but may mean different things to different 
· Begin information gathering in liaison with other agencies and in conjunction with preparation of State of the Park Report:  Supported by from Broads Plan Advisory Group and Broads Research Advisory Panel (BRAP).
State of the Park Report

Introduction

In its Review of English National Park Authorities (2002), one of Defra’s key recommendations was that NPAs should “Corporately and individually, continue to take forward work on the state of the park indicators as important contributing information to the management of the Parks.” The Broads Authority Performance Assessment Report for 2006 sets out that: ‘The preparation of a state of the park report has not until recently been a priority. This means that there is no single document to bring together the product from the otherwise impressive research work that is taking place. This report is needed to ensure that the strategies and priorities are informed by shared robust local information and data.’ (4.14)

The production of a State of the Park Report (SoPR) for the Broads is included as an objective in the Broads Plan 2004 (LL1).  Preparatory work is underway, led by the Planning and Strategy Directorate, with support from the Broads Plan Advisory Group. 

Purpose

The Countryside Agency guidance for National Park Management Plans (2005) states that the primary focus of the SoPR should be information about the current state and issues affecting:

· the special qualities of the National Park and factors that have direct implications for the special qualities, such as the health of the natural resources of air, biodiversity, soil and water;
· how these special qualities are enjoyed and by whom;
· the economic and social well-being of Park communities as this links to the National Park purposes.
The SoPR for the Broads will provide a baseline assessment of the current conditions of the Broads, focusing on the special qualities of the area and the issues that the Broads Plan is likely to address. It will include a wide range of issues relating to the environment, land management, socio-economic conditions, recreation, navigation, people movement and sustainable management. 

The SoPR will follow the vision, aims and objectives of the Broads Plan where relevant (i.e. where they reflect the state of the Broads); the data will be used to assess the effectiveness of Broads Plan outputs, and will help influence the formation of the next Broads Plan. The SoPR may also contain data which may be of interest to the Authority, its partners and the wider public, in building up a picture of the area and its environs, but which may not necessarily relate directly to Broads Plan objectives – e.g. figures on health, crime, and social deprivation.

Audience

As already stated, the Broads Plan is a plan for the Broads, not just for the Broads Authority. The supporting SoPR would be used primarily by the Authority, its key partners and others making decisions or carrying out work which affects the Broads, but would also be of use to anyone with an interest in the future of the Broads, including residents, local businesses and visitors.

Although most NPAs produce a hard copy version of the SoPR, it should also be possible to maintain a digitised version, continually updated and available through the BA website. Facts and figures from the SoPR can then be easily extracted and used for a variety of purposes by a range of audiences. 
Possible structure

As with National Park Management Plans, the SoPRs produced by National Parks vary in size, content and format. It is suggested that the SoPR for the Broads is kept as simple as possible, and is structured on a topic basis, setting out:

· current conditions

· recent trends

· management issues which need to be addressed

· key indicator(s) of change used to measure success of actions

· Links to Broads Plan aim/objectives

Suggested topics could include: biodiversity, air quality, water quality, pollution, agriculture, cultural heritage, access and rights of way, housing, tourism, navigation, traffic and transport, climate, natural landscape characteristics, land ownership, nature conservation designations, flooding, population and age structure, and public understanding of the Broads.

Data

Evidence in the SoPR needs to be kept continually up to date, allowing the identification of trends over time and the monitoring of the outcomes of the Broads Plan. Some of the relevant data sets are already held by the Authority; many others will be held by partners and other organisations (although it may be difficult to extract data specific to the Broads area).

There is increasing availability of quantitative national data sets that can be analysed geographically using GIS. This will need to be supported by qualitative data, including information on the experience of the area by those who live in and visit it. 

As is the case when setting performance indicators, it must be borne in mind that certain desirable baseline data may be difficult to collect, analyse or update. Experience of other NPAs has shown that adjustments may be necessary over time to what baseline data is collected, and to the performance indicators they support, and this will need to be kept under regular review. 

Next steps

The Broads Strategy Officer and Planning Policy Officer will draw up a draft set of Performance Indicators and prepare a draft State of the Park Report. The Broads Plan Advisory Group will meet in March 2007 to consider progress before the draft information is taken out to wider consultation.
