Development Control:  Proposed Changes to the Delegation of Statutory Planning Functions
Report by Head of Development and Regeneration

	Summary:
Changes are required to the Scheme of Delegation as part of the process of taking the planning service in-house.

Recommendation:  That a revised Scheme of Delegation be drafted to allow:

· all new enforcement cases to be handled in-house from 1 January 2007;

· existing enforcement cases to be completed by District Council officers until 31 December 2007; and

· all other planning related functions including planning applications to be handled by Broads Authority officers from 1 April 2007.


1
Background

1.1
The Broads Authority has a scheme of delegation to allow functions of the Authority to be carried out and decisions to be made on behalf of the Authority by officers. The scheme is reviewed periodically and is authorised by the full Authority. The scheme includes certain powers which are delegated to all officers and specific powers which are delegated to the Chief Executive, the Treasurer and Financial Advisor, the Solicitor and, in respect of some of the planning functions, to District Officers. Some planning functions are also delegated to the Chief Executive and the Solicitor under the scheme of delegation which states that “any power conferred upon an officer (including any power to act as a proper officer) may be exercised by another officer specifically nominated by that person” (power (f)).

1.2
In 1989 the relevant District Councils agreed to provide certain aspects of the Authority's planning service.  To facilitate this and following consultation with relevant District Council staff, designated district officers were "placed at the disposal" of the Authority under Section 113 of the 1972 Local Government Act.  Such officers are, for the purposes of the discharge of the Authority’s functions, officers of the Broads Authority thereby allowing the Authority to delegate some statutory planning functions directly to them. 
1.3
There is an annual requirement to review the list of district officers who act on behalf of the Authority alongside the review of the Development Control and Enforcement Protocol.  This annual review identifies those officers within District Councils who will actually exercise these delegated functions on the Authority's behalf.  This is particularly important in respect of those planning decisions which could lead to a legal challenge if the proper procedures have not been followed for delegating the powers in question.
1.4
The Scheme of Delegation allows the above decisions, and others covering matters including enforcement, Listed Buildings and Tree Preservation Orders, to be carried out at officer level by named officers of the constituent District Councils who determine applications on behalf of the Authority. Those planning matters not delegated to District Officers are delegated to the Authority’s Chief Executive.

1.5
The current Scheme of Delegation is attached at Appendix 1.

2
Changes to the Scheme of Delegation

2.1
The Authority is taking the planning service in-house and this will require amendments to the Scheme of Delegation as named officers of the District Councils will no longer be carrying out the function of making planning related decisions or carrying out the associated administrative action. Staff from the Authority will be handling planning applications and related work from 1 April 2007 and the amendments are required to take effect from this date to enable them to undertake these functions.

2.2
No other changes to the Scheme of Delegation are proposed at this time.

2.3
By agreement with the relevant District Councils, the Authority will be handling all new enforcement cases from 1 January 2007, so the relevant authorisation will be required from this date.

2.4
The officers from Broadland, Waveney and South Norfolk District Councils, who carry out the delegated powers relating to enforcement on behalf of the Broads Authority, will be completing all existing cases ‘on hand’( at 31 December 2006.  It would be appropriate to retain any related delegated powers for a further period of one year to allow for this. The protocol which applies to the administrative action associated with these activities will be correspondingly updated.

2.5
These changes result in the need to amend the Scheme of Delegation. Consistent with the existing Scheme of Delegation as it applies to the other functions of the Authority, it is proposed that all the planning functions currently delegated to the District Council be delegated to the Chief Executive.

Under the current Scheme of Delegation, the power delegated to the Solicitor to:

will need to be extended in range – i.e. include those Districts of South Norfolk, Broadland and Waveney where the Districts currently have this function.

Similarly, the district powers to:

will need to be extended in range to include the Districts of North Norfolk, Great Yarmouth and Norwich City to cover the entire Broads area when delegated to the Chief Executive.

Given the phasing of the enforcement powers to enable the Districts to complete the ‘on hand’ cases the new scheme will need to be phased and the phased arrangements are as set out in the table attached at Appendix 2.

Scheme of Powers Delegated to Officers

General Powers of All Officers

The exercise of these delegated powers will be subject to the following conditions:

(a)
They must be exercised in accordance with the overall strategies, policies and priorities of the Authority as set out in the Norfolk and Suffolk Broads Act 1988, Broads Plan, broads Local Plan/Local Development Framework, annual Business Plan and Best Value Performance Plan.

(b)
They must be exercised in accordance with the authority’s Standing Orders and Financial regulations, and must not be exercised so as to incur expenditure for which no adequate provision is made in the approved budgets.

(c)
They must be exercised in accordance with the law and with any policies, regulations, codes or similar documents adopted by the Authority or its committees.

(d)
An officer need not exercise a delegated power in any particular case and must not do so if the matter appears to the officer to involve any matters of public controversy or questions of policy not yet decided by the Authority or its committees or any significant change from previous practice.

(e)
Where the matter falls partly within the professional or technical responsibility of another officer or adviser, the officer taking the decision must consult with those officers as appropriate and have proper regard to any advice given, before authorising action.

(f)
Any power conferred upon an officer (including any power to act as the proper officer) may be exercised by another officer specifically nominated by that person.

(NB:
It is important that officers to whom powers are delegated under this Scheme ensure that there are other officers available to act in their absence in cases of urgency).

(g)
The Authority or a committee may direct that action taken by an officer or officers be reported to it periodically.

(h)
Failure to carry out the consultations in paragraph A(5) of the powers delegated to the Chief Executive, paragraph (8) of the powers delegated to the Solicitor to the Authority and paragraph (4) of the powers delegated to District Officers will not invalidate the exercise of the delegated power.

Any financial figures included within these delegated powers will be subject to an annual uplift, on 1 April each year, in accordance with the Retail Price Index, rounded up or down to the nearest £50.

Powers Delegated to Chief Executive

General Management and Administration

(1)
To carry out the duties of Head of Paid Service under the provisions of the Local Government and Housing Act 1989 and to be responsible for the management of all staff employed by the Authority.

To undertake the day-to-day management and control of the Authority, its premises and services to give effect to the strategies and policies as set out in the Broads Plan, Local Development Framework, Business Plan and Best Value Performance Plan.

To authorise any action necessary to give effect to the implementation of the Broads Plan, Business Plan and Best Value Performance Plan, and for this purpose to incur expenditure up to the limits provided for in Standing Orders and Financial Regulations.

To authorise any action necessary to give effect to any decision of the Authority or its committees.

In cases of urgency or emergency to take any appropriate action, in consultation (if possible) with the Chair, or in the absence of the Chair, with the Vice-Chair, including the authorisation of any legal proceedings, to protect the position of the Authority.  In such cases the Chief Executive will report the action taken to the Authority.

To take appropriate action to preserve the Authority's position pending the scrutiny by the Authority of local and personal Parliamentary Bills, statutory orders and instruments or any other proposal, plan, scheme or other matter affecting the interests of the Broads.

To make arrangements to ensure that all expenditure is regularly monitored against approved budgets and that any significant overspends are reported to the Authority.

Finance Matters

To be responsible for regulating and controlling the financial resources of the Authority in order to achieve the objectives of the Authority.

To vire expenditure between budget heads provided that the action taken complies with Financial Regulations, is consistent with the Authority’s policy and does not conflict with any decisions taken by the Authority or any of its committees.

To manage the Authority's insurances in accordance with overall guidelines specified by the Treasurer and Financial Adviser.

representations are received from other persons in respect of any proposed development within the 21 day period for consultation where these raise substantial material planning considerations in writing;

any member of the Authority requests within 21 days of receipt of the schedule of planning applications that the application is placed before the Planning Committee for a decision and provides a material planning reason for that request in writing;

(vii)
the Ward Member of the relevant District Council requests within 21 days of receipt of the schedule of planning applications that the application is placed before the Planning Committee for a decision and provides a material planning reason for that request in writing;

(viii)
the Director of Planning and Development considers that the matter ought more appropriately be referred to the Committee for a decision;

(ix) any member or member of staff of the Authority is involved in the application.
