Navigation Tolls 2006/07: Priorities for Additional Expenditure and Strategy for the next Five Years
	That for 2006/07 the additional works funded from the increase in tolls comprise:

· Jenson’s Island – mooring and tip @ £50,000;

· St Benets Abbey – mooring posts and footpath improvements @ £5,000; and

· increased tree and scrub clearance, maintenance of moorings etc through two new Navigation Works Technicians @ £40,000 per annum;

at a total cost of approximately £95,000.

	A site visit and discussions have been held to agree the long-term management plan objectives for the site were productive. The planning application documents are currently being drafted and will be consulted upon via Natural England before submission. Works are also in hand to progress the drafting of a lease with Suffolk Wildlife Trust.
