Appointment of Members to the Navigation Committee

	Summary:
The term for the current appointments to the Navigation Committee ends in July 2007. This report suggests that the term for the present Committee be extended until 25 January 2008.

Recommendation:
That the term for the present membership of the Navigation Committee be extended to 21 March 2008.

Background

1.1
The appointments to the Navigation Committee “of persons who are not members of the Authority” (Section 9 of the Norfolk and Suffolk Broads Act) were made in July 2004 for three years ending at the Authority’s Annual Meeting in July 2007. The Annual Meeting has since been moved to September. However, given the current position of the Broads Authority Bill and the familiarity of the present members of the Committee with the Bill it is proposed that the period of appointment be extended until the first meeting of the Authority in the new year.

This approach is consistent with Schedule 4 of the Broads Act, which states:

(1) Every member of the Navigation Committee shall be appointed for such term, not exceeding four years, as the Authority may specify.
