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	Summary: 
As requested by Members the Environment Agency has submitted a report on the major flooding event that took place on 1 November to the Authority. The report, which is attached at Appendix 1, summarises the events of 1 November and concludes that flood defences across Broadland coped well with the event.   


Recommendation: That the contents of the report should be noted.

Background

1.1
After the major tidal surge event of 1 November Members asked the Environment Agency to provide a report summarising the event and with an assessment of the way in which flood defences throughout the Broads coped with the flooding created by the surge.

1.2
The Environment Agency has submitted a summary report to the Authority (see Appendix 1) which provides background to the event and assesses how flood defences throughout the Broads stood up to what was the third highest flood event since 1953. 

2
Conclusions

2.1
The report concludes that the defences throughout the Broads coped well with the event.  Flood levels and flooding throughout the system were comparable to similar historic events and overtopping of floodbanks occurred at similar locations to previous events.

2.2
The hydraulic model used by Broadland Environmental Services Ltd also performed well with modelled results comparing well with the actual flood levels observed during the event.
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
