(Fens and Grazing Marshes)
	Both the plant and invertebrate surveys have made excellent progress this summer despite initial delays caused by the exceptionally wet weather. 

Initial findings from the invertebrate survey show some interesting results with over 200 species recorded, some of which are classified as nationally rare or scarce.

The plant surveyors have visited almost one third of the total fen resource, with some changes of site owing to flooding and access difficulties. Analysis of the results will occur once more data has been collected.

Both surveys have now finished for the 2007/08 season.
