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	Summary:
This report sets out the arrangements for the appointment of two members of the Navigation Committee to the full Authority, having regard to the reconstitution of the Authority which came into effect on 1 June 2005, and seeks the views of this Committee on the appointment of the second member.


1
Introduction

1.1
Members will be aware that until 31 May 2005 the Navigation Committee comprised 13 members, as follows:

· six appointed by the Authority from amongst its own members; and

· seven appointed by the Authority from amongst persons who were not members of the Authority, after consultation with a range of navigation users (as set out in Section 9(5) of the Norfolk and Suffolk Broads Act).

1.2
Of these seven, two were subsequently appointed onto the full Authority.

1.3
However with effect from 1 June 2005 these arrangements changed, under the terms of the Order reconstituting the Authority.  The effect of this was:

· to reduce to five the number of persons appointed from the Authority’s membership; and

· to increase to eight the number of persons who are appointed to the Committee from amongst persons who are not members of the Authority, including one appointed by the Authority after consultation with Great Yarmouth Port Authority.

2
Port Authority Nominee

2.1
It has been agreed by the Authority that the Port Authority nominee should be one of the two Navigation Committee members appointed to the full Authority, and that this arrangement should apply ‘either for three years from the implementation of the reconstitution of the Broads Authority or until the date of the transfer of jurisdiction of the Lower Bure and Breydon Water to the Broads Authority, whichever is later’.

2.2
The Port Authority has nominated Mr Martin Broom, and at its meeting on 3 June 2005 the Broads Authority agreed to formally appoint Mr Broom to the Navigation Committee and full Authority.

3
Appointment of Second Navigation Committee Member to Full Authority

3.1
Until 31 May the Navigation Committee appointees to the full Authority were Messrs David Adler and Bill Knight.  At its meeting on 19 November 2004 the Authority resolved that both members be appointed to the Authority ‘until the Annual Meeting in 2007 or until the Authority’s constitution is changed, whichever is the sooner’.  Their membership has therefore terminated, and there is now one outstanding vacncy to fill.

3.2
In making this appointment the Authority is required to consult the Navigation Committee.  In order to hasten the process, and to avoid having to wait until 29 July before the appointment can be formally ratified by the full Authority, it has been agreed that powers be delegated to the Chief Executive to make the appointment, in consultation with the Chair of the Authority, having regard to the views of this Committee.

3.3
It has also been agreed that this appointment should be made until July 2007, which is when the term of membership of the members appointed to the Navigation Committee comes to an end.
