The report outlines the exercise of powers and other aspects of the Navigation Ranger function together with the results of reports for prosecutions.

During the discussions with the RYA concerning the new Broads Bill it was agreed to include a new initiative that all significant exercise of powers by Navigation Rangers in the course of their duties should be reported to the Navigation Committee.

Table 1 outlines the exercise of powers by Navigation Staff during February and March 2008 together with other aspects of the Navigation patrolling function.  Members will note that all special directions have been given during escorts of heavy plant movement.  Staff have been primarily engaged in undertaking practical tasks and survey work during this quiet period. This, taken with low river usage and explains the low number of verbal and blue book warnings.
