	18 August 2006
	OS4229 adjacent to North End, Thurlton
	Unauthorised change of use of agricultural land involving the clearance from the site of all non-agricultural items, including vehicles, parts of vehicles, caravans, containers, scrap metal, engines and tyres
	· Enforcement Notice originally served 4-5-06.  

· Court Hearing after deferrals June 2007. 

· Landowner pleaded guilty, received a 12 month conditional discharge, no fine, had to pay £120 costs. 

· Compliance not achieved and Re-prosecution authorised. 

· Summons issued.  Landowner unable to appear on various dates for hearing due to ill health. 

· Court hearing on 25-2-08. Judge gave one month within which to clear the site (by 23-5-08). 

· Landowner appeared in Court on 21-5-08 and pleaded guilty. Given an 18 month conditional discharge. Costs of £1,400 were awarded to the BA with 28 days to pay. Progress being made to clear the site, but it was noted soil was being imported onto the site which resulted in the additional Enforcement Action (see below). 

· Fire on site (suspected arson) 13-10-08, much of the non agricultural items either destroyed or damaged.
· Site Visits being undertaken on a weekly basis. Clearance of site continuing slowly.

	· Stop Notice and Enforcement Notice issued on 12-8-08. Stop Notice took effect on 15-8-08.

· Compliance date now expired.
· Soil removal has commenced.  Site visits being undertaken on a weekly basis and soil is being removed slowly.

· Appeal lodged and Dismissed and Enforcement Notice upheld with a variation of period of compliance from 4 weeks to 3 months from date of decision. Compliance required by 7-4-09.

· Excavations filled, but heaps of topsoil remain, as does the trackway. Negotiations with site owner and his agent seeking to secure compliance within the timescale given by the Planning Inspectorate failed. 
· Authority given for a further month for landowner to comply with Enforcement Notice. Landowner advised that if compliance not achieved, direct action will be taken to complete the works and the costs be recovered from the landowner. Authority given for prosecution if necessary.
· Landowner written to on 22-06-09 advising full compliance to be achieved by 29-07-09.  Site meeting held with potential contractor on landowner’s behalf 15-07-09 and advised of compliance requirement by end of July.  Site visit to be undertaken.
