Frequently asked questions

1. Is there a cost to our organisation?

It is often necessary for our work teams to plan and budget to host an event of this nature.  Therefore we would sincerely appreciate a donation of £250 to cover the purchase of tools and materials for example gloves, saw blades, rakes and forks.  Lunch would be included.

2. Will the team be covered by insurance?

Zurich Municipal will meet the compensation that The Broads Authority (BA) is legally liable to pay for accidental bodily injury including death, illness and disease to any person or accidental damage to property belonging to others. The negligent act is covered whether it is committed by a Member, Employee, Volunteer or Principal for whom the BA has been contracted to work.  A summary is available by request.

3. What do I need to consider when organising a team build project within my organisation

Try to establish how many people will be taking part and agree a date from the project advertised on our website.  Are there any special requirements for some members of the team?

4. What should we bring with us?

Please wear stout walking shoes/boots, old clothing and waterproofs.  In hot weather we recommend:

· Sunhat

· Insect repellent

· Sun protection

· At least 2 litres of water

5. Will there be a safe place to leave personal possessions?

We advise that you take your belongings to the worksite or ask your supervisor to lock them in the landrover/vehicle.  You must really be responsible for what you bring on the day.

6. What is a typical day like?

You will be welcomed and introduced to your supervisor(s) for the days activities which will start with an explanation of the site and conservation value of the work to be carried out.
You will also have a Health and Safety talk to include site safety, tools and equipment and first aid procedures.

7. Are children permitted to accompany our team?

We welcome family involvement in the National Park and encourage young people to volunteer.  However we must stress that children participating in the project must be supervised by an appropriate adult well know to the child.
