Note 1.

When reviewing an application for a Water Skiing and Wakeboarding permit the Broads Authority requires evidence that the condition of the steering system of your vessel is in good condition and is fit for purpose and that a “kill cord” is fitted and operates correctly.  This must be as a result of an annual check.
Evidence which the Authority can accept are :-
· A Receipt from a Boatyard or Agent for the Service of the Steering

· A Marine Surveyors report.

· A Statement that the steering, its mechanisms and “kill cord” are in good order and free from any defects. This statement must be issued by a competent person. A competent person is, a Marine Engineer or Marine Surveyor.

Note 2.

The Broads Authority requires that all holders of Water Skiing and Wakeboarding Permits have their vessels insured and the insurance cover must include Third party Liability insurance to a minimum value of £2,000,000 (2 million pounds).
The Authority takes no responsibility for the suitability of the insurance policy.

The policy holder must inform the Authority if there are any material changes to the policy that affects the cover provided.
