Standard

· Identify target species distribution and species to be protected before commencing.
· If spraying on, or within 10 metres of, any waterbody or watercourse, Environment Agency consent must be gained. 

· Adhere to COSHH regulations for herbicide and only take dilute version on site.  

· In sensitive areas, carry out protected species survey and identify whether or not the risk of herbicide use is justified.
· Use only approved chemicals, such as Roundup Biactive
Delivery method

Knapsack spraying to spot treat target plants or painting of Roundup on cut stumps using a paint brush.

Environment Agency – WQM1 form must be completed and consent received prior to spraying on,  or within 10 m of, water
