Aim

For erosion protection the aim is to minimise accelerated rates of sediment loss and promote natural vegetation.  

Standard

· The most appropriate method will be chosen for the location of the works, depending on the level of erosion protection required;
· Works will aim to provide as natural a bankside environment as possible;

· Backfill material to fill the void behind the piling, if required, will be of an inert material, preferably locally sourced sediment.  In heavily boated or industrial areas, a sediment chemical quality report is required prior to use.
Delivery method

· This varies according to the method adopted.
· Hard - Sheet metal piling, wooden piling, gabion baskets – floating and land based plant, backfill required
· Soft - Alder pole piling, hazel faggoting, bituminous matting - floating and land based plant, backfill required

· Faggoting and coir roll – gravel or similar size backfill material required
