Norfolk Non-native Species Survey

Invasive non-native plants and animals can have a serious impact on our native wildlife. The Norfolk Wildlife Trust (NWT) is working with the Norfolk Biodiversity Partnership (NBP) to support their major new initiative to control the spread of invasive non-native species already established in the county, and to prevent the introduction of further species. 

A major hurdle to successful implementation of the Initiative is the lack of available information on the distribution of non-native species in Norfolk. To address this issue NWT is launching a survey in Spring 2009 via their Natural Connections project which will encourage members of the public to report sightings of certain priority species. The Natural Connections project has a primary aim of giving people new opportunities to become actively involved with Norfolk’s wildlife.
