Examination of Development Management Policies Development Plan Document: Schedule of Matters and Issues for Examination

Thank you for your letter of 14 June in respect of the above. After careful consideration, we wish to make the following advisory comments to supplement our previous representation. 

Matter 20 – Policy DP29: Development on sites with a high probability of flooding

As stated within our previous representation, given the vast areas of the Broads that are at risk from flooding, we support the inclusion of a specific flood risk policy within the Development Management Policies DPD. We feel that this is especially important given the current uncertainties surrounding future national planning policy. 

Within our previous representation we suggested that some minor alterations may add clarity to the policy. We note that one of the suggested changes, regarding the first sentence of paragraph 2, has been proposed as a minor modification of the plan. Although we understand that safety issues will be considered as part of the Flood Risk Assessment required by this policy, we previously also suggested that a specific reference to the safety of the future users of the development and to flood warning/evacuation would be useful to highlight the importance that should be given to these issues. This suggested change has not been proposed as a minor modification, however we would still be in support of such an amendment. 

We have also previously been involved in discussions with the Broads Authority regarding a more locally specific flood risk policy. Although such a policy discussing the interaction between land use planning and flood risk may be helpful, DP29 (as currently proposed) appears to provide a good general background for flood risk issues on which more detailed guidance can be based. Should DP29 remain in its current form, it may be useful to have further, locally specific, interpretation of the policy. We understand that further guidance is currently given within the Broads Authority Supplementary Planning Document: Development and Flood Risk. Notwithstanding this, should the Broads Authority consider that a locally specific policy would be useful within this DPD, we would be supportive of its inclusion and would be happy to work with them in the production of such a policy. 

Finally, in addition to the above comments, we wish to highlight that we have previously seen the proposed draft National Planning Policy Framework from the Practitioners Advisory Group (May 2011) which included some flood risk requirements. The Government draft is not available at this time. However, it should be ensured, as far as is possible, that policies such as DP29 are able to be compliant with future planning policy. 

Please note, should the inspector deem it necessary for us to attend the Examination we would be happy to do so. However, as stated in our original representation, it is our intention that our representation be considered in writing only.
